HOW TO MEASURE AND DESCRIBE
THEATRICAL CURTAINS

WIDTH: Measure finished width at
top (after pleating). We will allow
extra fabric to account for desired

*— pleating style. For overlapping draw
style curtains, state total desired width

for each half including overlap.
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HEIGHT: Measure
from floor to the bottom
of the track and list a
desired floor clearance.
Be sure to measure at
several points to be sure
track or pipe is level.

Curtain Locations

There are many different
names for the same curtains
of the stage. The Main Cur-
tain is also called Grand,
Act and Front Curtain.

Midstage Travelers are also
called Act and Olios. As
each stage is unique so are
some terms used. If you
have questions or custom
projects please don’t
hesitate to call our drapery
department.
